2.11.2 Revocation or Alteration of Resolution at same Meeting


If, during the course of a meeting of the Board, fresh facts or information are received concerning a matter already resolved at the meeting, then such previous resolution may be revoked or altered by consent of three quarters of members present and voting.

2.11.3. Board may Revoke or alter any Previous Resolution


Any Board meeting may, on recommendation contained in a report by the Chairperson or Principal or the report of any sub-committee, revoke or alter all or part of any resolution previously passed by the Board or sub-committee thereof.  The notification of such recommendation shall have been given to the Chairperson and members at least two (2) clear days before the meeting at which such recommendation is to be considered.

2.  USE OF COMMON SEAL

Principal to Hold Seal



The Principal shall hold the common seal of the Board and be responsible for the use of the same.

3.2 Board to Prescribe Procedure




Every sealing shall be made and done by the Principal or such other officers as may be authorized from time to time according to the procedure prescribed by the Board.
